  The Stephen Series from 

Stephen Ministries is a complete 

system for training and organiz‐

ing lay people to provide one‐to

‐one Christian care to hurting people in 

and around our congregation: St. Paul 

Lutheran Church. Stephen Leaders are 

the pastor and lay leader who have at‐

tended a Stephen Series Leaderʹs Train‐

ing Course and now direct our congre‐

gationʹs Stephen Ministry: Pastor Judi 

Miller and Kathy Peters. Stephen Minis‐

ters are those trained and supervised 

lay caregivers who provide one‐to‐one 

Christian care to hurting people. Our 

current Stephen Ministers are: Hal 

Batzloff, Stephanie Fisher, Elicia Ha‐

rada, Ada Gaughan, Michelle Kuester, 

Barbara Littrell, and Debbie Perkins. 

  Yet, we NEED more people to be 

trained and available to serve in this 

vital ministry!!!  

  St. Paul  is beginning to recruit for 

our second class of Stephen Ministry 

training immediately! We will be using 

the recommended application process – 

and those applications for interested 

persons will be available beginning 

January 1st.  Our Stephen Ministers 

wear blue names badges to church on 

Sunday mornings and several of them 

will be presenting short messages about 

Stephen Ministry at worship services 

during January. In addition, 

you can speak to any of them 

at any time – they will be 

glad to answer your ques‐

tions and give you their in‐

sights! Also, a Stephen Ministry Infor‐

mation Table will be in the Narthex on 

Sundays January 1, 8 and 15 so more 

questions can be asked and answered 

and you can get written forms, etc. 

Training will begin at the end of Janu‐

ary and consist of 50 contact hours of 

class time. It seems most likely that the 

class may need to be held on Monday 

night to accommodate other schedules 

in the congregation; but the final deci‐

sion will be made when the group of 

new Stephen Ministers is recruited. 

With this timetable, Stephen Ministers 

would be prepared for  commissioning 

and ready for assignment by summer.  

  This is a VERY structured and intri‐

cately designed program – with a re‐

markable growth, retention and success 

rate in over 10,000 congregations in al‐

most every denomination in the United 

States and abroad.  It has proved to be 

an absolute blessing for several in this 

congregation already! Please come by 

the Stephen Ministry Information Table, 

speak with our Stephen Ministers or 

Pastors Judi, Tom or Brian if you are 

interested or would like more informa‐

tion!
